Regular Session:
Visitors:  Paul Simmons and Moss Driscoll attended the meeting to give information about the JPA.  Paul started by explaining what the JPA is and how long it has been in existence.  Basically it is for the soul purpose of fighting for adjudicated water rights for project lands in the Klamath Basin.  It was established on or around 1997.  The monies the Districts pay do go to attorneys, but large shares of these funds go to experts hired to testify on the landowners behalf.  These attorneys and experts are disputing the so called required lake levels and river flows for species.  Mike Beeson asked if Paul believes we will ever see real progress and a secure future.  Paul indicated he believes within 5 years there will be a judgment, if we are favored in that judgment Districts can be made whole and start transferring in the basin.  If it chose, the District could also give up its rights and take payment from the US government.  The choices as of right now are to be a part of the water rights case or give up our water rights.  To stay we can ride the other districts coattails or be an active participant.  The large fight right now is to prove the landowner and the Districts have the water right and not the U.S. Government.  The Board thanked Paul and Moss for attending the meeting and the abundance of information.  The Board decided not to make any decision regarding support to the JPA and will discuss this item at future meetings. 
Review the Minutes of August 7, 2023:  The Board received and reviewed the revised minutes of August 7, 2023.   There were no questions or comments regarding these minutes, and Mike Beeson made a motion to accept these minutes, seconded by Bill Hantzmon.  Motion passed unanimous.
Update Members on Financial Status of the District:  The Board reviewed the Vendor Lists first.  Bill Hantzmon asked what the charge is for Al’s Lock.  McDonald explained we purchase keyed locks to secure facilities throughout the District.  Mike Beeson asked what Butler Drain Cleaning did for the District.  McDonald explained it was for rental of the flush truck.  There were no further questions on the Vendor List.  The Board then reviewed the Balance Sheet.  Tracy Ronningen noticed the Deferred Income line item had not been corrected yet.  Cheryl Lee indicated she will look into that issue as soon as possible.  There were no further questions or issues Balance Sheet.  The Board then moved on to the Profit and Loss.  Bill Hantzmon asked what Reimbursed Income indicates.  McDonald explained to the Board what that line item entails.  Tracy asked if the District was going to be over on the Workers Comp budget line item.  McDonald stated that is an annual payment, and we will be under budget.  The Board asked what the 654 Equipment Main. For $50.84 covered.  McDonald explained it was mistakenly put in that item and it will be rectified by the next meeting.  There were no further questions on the Profit and Loss.  There was no further discussion on any of the financials and then Bill Hantzmon made a motion to accept the financials as presented, seconded by Mike Beeson, motion passed unanimous.
Lien and Foreclosures:  Cheryl Lee went over the lien and foreclosures.  2023 has approximately 43 for lien with 2 on payment plans.  Accounts with balances less than $25.00 there are 117.  For 2021, there are 28 properties that fit the lien criteria.  Three of these 28 are on payment plans.  Cheryl indicated for established liens and foreclosures we have had no changes in these accounts.  There are still 4 total foreclosures, 3 for 2020, and 1 for 2018.  Cheryl indicated she will continue to work with Wendy Young to get these settled.  The Board directed Lee to keep moving forward as directed with these liens and foreclosures and to keep them informed.  There was no more discussion on the lien and foreclosures.
County Assessor Discussion:  McDonald stated he spoke with a representative of SSSD who does this process with the County.  She indicated it is easy and beneficial for the District to do.  The entity turns in a list with tax account numbers and amounts on or before July 15 and the county puts it on the books for tax collection in November and then they receive payments.  There is no lien or foreclosure process.  After answering all the Boards questions the Board directed McDonald to move forward on utilizing the County for collection in the 2024 assessment year.  There was no further discussion.
2023 Irrigation Season Outlook:  At this time the only water EID can run is a water transfer from a KID land to the Steen Sports Complex and an alfalfa field owned by Tom Dejong located next to EID’s headquarters.  The Board directed McDonald to keep them informed of in changes in the situation.  There was no further discussion.
Klamath County School District Project:  Nothing new to report.  There was no further discussion.  Take it off future agendas for now.
JPA Billings:  This item was discussed in the visitor section of this meeting. 
County Title Transfer Parcels:  McDonald stated the County is cleaning up a section of this property and working on the paperwork for transfer.  There was no further discussion.
Schedule October Board Meeting:  After reviewing their schedules the Board set the meeting the second Monday October 9, 2023 at 8:30am at Starv'n Marv'n’s Restaurant.

Mike Beeson made a motion to adjourn regular session, seconded by Bill Hantzmon, meeting adjourned at 10:52am.
